The First Step

Entry & Access
Your access to the property has been set as the last 4 digits of the primary
host’s phone number used when booking. This access is limited only to the
duration of the stay and expires at check-out.

To Unlock: Press the keypad screen until it lights up. Enter your access code,
followed by the checkmark (+/).

To Secure: When closing the door, please push or pull firmly to ensure the
deadbolt aligns and locks securely.

Upon entering, simply say "Hey Google, 'm Home!" to wake the house.
Parlour Noir is a smart-controlled sanctuary. You will find a tablet on-site that

offers full control over the lighting and soundscapes. Follow the on-screen
instructions to set the mood for your stay.

Sound & Entertainment

Speakers are located throughout the home, and the Living Room TV is ready for your
content.

e TV Casting: The TV is a Chromecast device. You can cast from all your favorite
streaming accounts directly to the television. Simply ensure your phone is on the
WiFi, click the "Cast" icon in your preferred app (Netflix, YouTube, etc.), and
select "Living Room TV" to enjoy.

« Music Casting: Open your preferred music app (like Spotify) and select the
device, room, or speaker group to cast to while in the home. (See “Smart Home
Controls” for more).

« Flexibility: You can play music on individual speakers or sync them as a group
for a full-house experience. Individual devices or speaker groups should be
selected from your preferred music app, or from the tablet. If you want to
connect to a specific device via Bluetooth, just say, "Hey Google, connect
Bluetooth" and pair your device. Speaker groups are not accessible via Bluetooth.

Sleeping Arrangements

Parlour Noir features two dedicated bedrooms, which are the only legal
areas intended for sleep. Additionally, there is a bed located downstairs and
a pull-out couch.

PARKING

e Garage Access: The primary host has been provided with digital garage access.
We encourage you to utilize the garage to facilitate your entry and to help
alleviate street congestion for your guests.

» Rear Parking: Dedicated parking is available at the rear of the house. All
accessible space directly in front of the garage is available for your use during
your stay.

 Street Parking: As this is a residential address, street parking is available on a
first-come, first-served basis.

» Guest Etiquette: Please ensure that any additional guests park legally and
respectfully of the surrounding neighbors.

SAFETY, CONSENT & MONITORING

« Safety First: Standard amenities are provided. Extra supplies are located in
cabinets/closets. Safety materials and first-aid are labeled throughout the house.

Privacy: We respect your privacy—there is no indoor monitoring. However, for
security, the exterior of the home is monitored 24/7.

Conduct: Safety and consent information is posted in appropriate areas. This is
an adult-only accommodation; strictly no guests under 18.
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THE COMMAND CENTER

The tablet by the couch provides access to everything in the home. Use it to
adjust lighting, control audio, and set the mood. Please ensure the tablet is
plugged in to charge by the living room couch before leaving,.

Voice Control: You have hands-free access to every space via the Google Smart
Home Speakers. Simply say "Hey Google" followed by your request.
Examples:

» "Hey Google, turn all lights red."

» "Hey Google, turn off the kitchen lights."

e "Hey Google, play next song."

Climate Control (Thermostat): You can adjust the temperature via voice or
manually. The thermostat is located in the upstairs bedroom hallway.

» Voice: "Hey Google, set the thermostat to 22 degrees."

« Manual: Slide your finger up or down on the right-side edge of the thermostat

face to adjust the temperature.

Manual Speaker Controls: If you prefer not to use voice commands, you can
control the speakers manually:

« Google Home Speaker (Living Room): Tap the top surface once to Play/Pause.
Trace a circle on the top surface with your finger (clockwise to increase
volume, counter-clockwise to decrease).

» Google Speakers (Floor-level): Tap the center of the unit to Play/Pause. Tap
the Right side to increase volume, and the Left side to decrease volume.

Troubleshooting Lights: If you have trouble connecting to any specific light,
please physically check that the wall switch is flipped to the "ON" position. The
smart bulbs require constant power to function.
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THE COMMAND CENTER

Audio Control (Spotify):
» Open Spotify from the tablet's home screen.
o Tap the "Devices" icon at the bottom of the screen.
» You will see a list of individual speakers and Speaker Groups (e.g., "Whole

House," "Dungeon," "Main Floor").
» Select your preferred group to cast your music instantly. (See images for

visual directions)

Lighting Control (Govee App):
o Open the Govee App from the home screen.
o Select the "Groups" tab to access controls for the whole house or specific
zones.
» From here, you have complete creative freedom—choose specific solid colors
or select from elaborate, animated "Scenes" to match your energy.

DEPARTURE PROTOCOLS

To avoid the possibility of additional cleaning fees and ensure the
space is ready for the next guest, please complete the following before

you leave:

Linens: Strip the beds and leave the sheets at the foot of the bed.

o Towels: Place used towels in their receptacles. Used bathroom

towels may be left on the floor or added to any existing piles.

» Kitchen: Place all used glassware and utensils in the dishwasher
and start the cycle. Dishwasher pods can be found under the
kitchen sink.

» Recycling: Ensure all cans and plastic bottles are crushed and
placed in the recycle bin. Dispose of any excess garbage in the
provided bins by the garage.

e Smart Control: Ensure all light switches (except bathrooms) are
in the "ON" position. This allows us to maintain smart-control of

the unit remotely after check out.

o Tablet: Ensure to plug the tablet to charge by the couch in the

living room before leaving.

» Final Sweep: Check for forgotten items. An service fee may apply

for items requiring retrieval outside of service hours.

» The Final Word: Before you close the door, say: "Hey Google, I'm

leaving."
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
